In a study conducted in 1948, dogs breathed varying mixtures of hydrocarbons and oxygen for 10 minutes. Of a group
of dogs exposed to propane, all (3 of 3) showed myocardial sensitivity to injected epinephrine hydrochloride as
determined by electrocardiogram (EKG) readings. No direct evidence is known of propane-induced cardiac
sensitization in humans.
